' 3.LOADING THE MACHINE

1) Load and unload the machine on a flat ground.

2) Use the gangplank with sufficient length, width,
thickness and gradient.

3) Place the swing lock lever to the LOCK position
before fixing the machine at the bed of trailer and
confirm if the machine parallels the bed of trailer.
Keep the travel motor in the rear when loading
and in the front when unloading.
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4) Do the following after loading the machine to the
trailer.

(1) Stop loading when the machine is located
horizontally with the rear wheel of trailer.
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(2) Place the swing lock lever to the LOCK position
after the swing the machine 180 degree.
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(3) Lower the working equipment gently after the
location is determined.

% Place rectangular timber under the bucket
cylinder to prevent the damage of it during
transportation.

A Be sure to keep the travel speed switch on
the LOW (turtle mark) while loading and
unloading the machine.

A Avoid using the working equipment for
loading and unloading since it will be very
dangerous.

A Do not operate any other device when
loading.

A Be careful on the boundary place of loading
plate or trailer as the balance of machine will
abruptly be changed on the point.
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4. FIXING THE MACHINE

1) Lower down the working device on the loading
plate of trailer.

2) Keep the safety lever on the LOCK position.

3) Turn OFF all the switches and remove the key.

4) Secure all locks.

5) Place timber underneath of the track and fix firmly
with wire rope to prevent the machine from
moving forward, backward, right or left.
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' 5.LOADING AND UNLOADING BY CRANE

1) Check the weight, length, width and height of the
machine referring to the chapter 2, specification
when you are going to hoist the machine.

2) Use long wire rope and stay to keep the distance
with the machine as it should avoid touching with
the machine.

3) Put a rubber plate contact with wire rope and
machine to prevent damage.

4) Place crane on the proper place.
5) Install the wire rope and stay like the illustration.
A Make sure wire rope is proper size.

A Place the safety lever to LOCK position to
prevent the machine moving when hoisting the
machine.

A The wrong hoisting method or installation of
wire rope can cause damage to the machine.

A Do not load abruptly.

A Keep area clear of personnel.
