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With long or wide loads, you need more With long or wide loads, you need more 
room.  So slow down and watch your room.  So slow down and watch your 
clearance.clearance.

When extra-long material makes i t 
necessary to travel with the load elevated, 
do so with extreme care and be alert to 
load end-swing when turning.

A long load reduces the capacity of the A long load reduces the capacity of the 
truck.  Know and understand your truck truck.  Know and understand your truck 
load rating.load rating.

2. LONG AND WIDE LOADS2. LONG AND WIDE LOADS
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When turning, be sure the rear end of the When turning, be sure the rear end of the 
truck does not swing into racks, posts, truck does not swing into racks, posts, 
etc.  Watch for pedestrians beside the etc.  Watch for pedestrians beside the 
truck.

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Know the height of your truck, with and Know the height of your truck, with and 
without a load.

Moving into overhead structures can tip a Moving into overhead structures can tip a 
truck over, or spill a load.truck over, or spill a load.

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When right angle stacking or moving with When right angle stacking or moving with 
a raised load to clear low objects, avoid a raised load to clear low objects, avoid 
sharp turns and move slowly.sharp turns and move slowly.

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Slack chains mean rail or carriage hang-Slack chains mean rail or carriage hang-
up.

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Do not move or store materials on Do not move or store materials on 
damaged pallets or skids.   Items can fall damaged pallets or skids.   Items can fall 
through them causing severe injury or through them causing severe injury or 
death.death.
Be sure the pallet or skid you are using is Be sure the pallet or skid you are using is 
in good condition and does not have in good condition and does not have 
defective or missing components and defective or missing components and 
fasteners.fasteners.

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When moving the When moving the trucktruck with the mast  with the mast 
raised, watch out electrical lines over the raised, watch out electrical lines over the 
trucktruck..
